	The 1st VMC meeting of the session 2011-12 was held in the Vidyalaya on 04.08.2011(Thurs day) at 7 PM. Shri G. J. Rao, Chairman, Paradeep Port Trust & the chairman, VMC presided over the meeting. The following members of VMC were present in the meeting.

At the outset, Shri P. C.  Ratha, Principal, K. V. Paradeep Port welcomed the chairman and all the members of VMC present in the meeting and introduced the new Chairman’s Nominee, Mr. B. C. Sahu, Dy.Secy (P & IR) PPT, the parent members (1) Shri Kali Prasad Mishra (2) Mrs. Namita Nayak and the teacher representative Shri P. C. Kar,TGT(Math). With the permission of the Chairman, the agenda items were taken up for discussion.
1. Review of the Minutes of the last VMC meeting
With the permission of the Chairman, VMC, the principal put forth the resolutions taken in the last VMC meeting held on 06.12.2010 for through review.
(a) Children Park and repair of its boundary wall.
The Chief engineer, PPT informed that the construction of boundary wall of the children park is already completed.
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(b) Parking Space
It was decided unanimously by the committee that the parking space will be made by Paradeep Port Trust  in front of the LIC office for the parking of the school buses and the vehicles of the parents of the school students. The chief engineer, PPT assured the chairman to complete the parking space by October 2011.
(c) Construction of Ramp and Toilets for disabled students
The Chief engineer, PPT informed the committee that the construction of two toilets for disabled students are in progress which will be completed soon by 31st August 2011. A ramp is already constructed in front of the secondary school  building. 
(d) Grass Cutting from the school field
The grass cutting could not be done by PPT. The Chairman proposed the school to get the grass cut out of VVN . Accordingly, all the members agreed to the proposal and the resolution was taken.
(e) Construction of two class rooms
The chief engineer, PPT informed the committee that the civil work of two class rooms are completed. The electrification will be done within 15 days.
(f) Additional section for class I and II
The principal informed the committee that based on the proposal of the VMC, the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan had sanctioned the 3rd section in classes I and II. Third section in class I was sanctioned during the session 2010-11 and consequential third section in class II during the session 2011-12.
(g) Repair of path way from primary building to secondary building
The Chief engineer, PPT informed the committee that the path way between the primary building and the secondary building  is already repaired.
(h) Fitting of grill in the newly constructed computer laboratory
The Chairman proposed that the fitting of aluminium grill may be done by the school out of their fund with the technical assistance from the executive engineer of Paradeep Port Trust. Accordingly, the resolution was taken.
(i) Repairing of doors in the toilets and the entrance
The Chairman said the repairing is to be done by the school out of their fund and accordingly it was resolved.
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(j) Internal colour wash of the class rooms
The internal colour wash of the class rooms could not be done by PPT during last summer vacation. The Chairman stressed upon the completion of colour wash by Paradeep Port Trust during forth coming Durga Puja 2011.
(k) Installation of Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 litre on the secondary building
The Chief engineer, PPT informed the VMC that a Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 litre capacity is already installed in the secondary school building.
(l) 2nd round of medical check- up of the students in January 2011
The principal informed  the VMC that the 2nd round of medical check – up  of the students were completed during the session 2010-11  by the doctors of Paradeep Port Trust Hospital.
(m)  Any other point with the permission of the chairman
The walk- in – Interview was conducted for engagement of PGT (Phy) on part time contractual basis during the last session 2010-11 but no such teacher was available. As an alternative solution,  on the proposal of VMC, the principal tried to arrange a lecturer in Physics with a remuneration of Rs.15000/- per month to be paid by PPT but it was not acceded to by the concerned authority of PPT as the amount was at the higher side. The Chairman  assured to the principal to arrange a lecturer in Physics immediately as the post is lying vacant. The remuneration is not a constraint. It will be borne by Paradeep Port Trust in the best interest of the students. 
Accordingly, the minutes of the last VMC meeting was approved. Thereafter, the agenda items for the meeting on 04.08.2011 were discussed and the decisions were taken.
2. Result Analysis
The principal presented the result analysis of classes X and XII Sc. and Commerce Board result of the academic session 2010-11. The over all qualified percentage of the students in class X was 100% and five students secured A1 grade in all the subjects.
The pass percentage of the students in class XII sc. was 95 % and that of XII Comm. was 100%. The overall pass percentage of class XI Sc and Comm was 97.62 % with P. I. 58.
The result of Internal examinations of classes I to IX and XI was also discussed with pass  percentage class-wise.
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3. Addition/Deletion of section
Since the students’ strength in class I as on 31st July 2011 during the session 2011-12 is 88 the Chairman along with other members of VMC proposed deletion of one section of class I during the ensuing academic session 2011-12. The Chairman, VMC instructed the principal to send the proposal to Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan in this regard to accord necessary sanction for the academic session 2011-12.
It was further decided  by the VMC to send the proposal to KVS for sanction of only two sections each in class I and II and consequential increase of one more section in class III during the academic session 2012-13.
4. 1st round of medical check-up of the students
The 1st round of medical check-up of the students for the session 2011-12 started from 04.08.2011 with two days weekly by the doctors of Paradeep Port Trust Hospital .
5. Special maintenance and repair of the school building/doors and windows etc.

       6.  Internal colour wash of the school building
As decided in para 1(j)
7. Teaching of Oriya language to the students of classes VI to VIII
A teacher of Paradeep Port Trust U. P. School is  deputed by PPT to take Oriya language class from VI to VIII for which the remuneration is not to be paid by the Kendriya Vidyalaya, Paradeep Port.
8. Any other point with the permission of the Chairman
(A) With the permission of the Chairman, VMC, Mr. B. C. Sahu, Dy. Secy(P & IR) PPT and Chairman’s Nominee raised the point on 17 teaching and non-teaching posts lying vacant during the academic session 2011-12 due which the students are suffering. The principal informed the VMC that contractual engagements are made against all the vacant teaching post and the teaching is going on. This is only a temporary arrangement till the regular teachers join. Even though,  the principal and the teacher representative informed that the Commissioner, KVS has concern for the students of this school and the priority will be given for posting of the teachers to this project school, still then the Chairman and all the  members of VMC  except the principal and the teacher representative were dissatisfied with the Commissioner, KVS and expressed their anguish over such a large number of vacant teaching posts.
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(B) With the permission of the Chairman, the principal brought  to  the notice of the chairman, the damage of the school property after the school hour by the mischief mongers due to entry of the students and the outsiders to the school campus to play. The chairman instructed the principal not to allow any student or outsider to play/enter  in the school campus after the school hour.
