MINUTES OF VMC MEETING
Date: 06.08.2010

The 1st   VMC Meeting of the session 2010-11 was held in the Vidyalaya on 06.08.2010 (Friday) at 04.40 p.m. Shri Biplab Kumar, IRTS, Chairman, Paradip Port Trust & Chairman, VMC presided over the meeting. The following members of VMC were present in the meeting.

     At the outset, Shri P.C.Ratha, Principal, K.V.Paradip Port welcomed the Chairman and all the members of VMC present in the meeting and introduced the new parent members 1) Mr.Dibakar Patnaik (2) Mrs. Rina Rani Sethy and the Teacher representative Mrs.J.Pattnaik. Thereafter, with the permission of the Chairman, the agenda items were taken up for discussion. 

1.	Review of the Minutes of the Last VMC Meeting.
With the permission of Chairman, VMC, principal put forth the resolutions taken in the last VMC meeting held on 04.12.2009 for thorough review. 

(a)  Maintenance & repair of school building.
The Chief Engineer informed to VMC that the maintenance and repairing of school building have been completed by PPT.
(b)  Guard Room at Primary Section gate.
 The construction and electrification of guard room at Primary section gate have been completed by PPT.




(c) Construction of Computer Laboratory.
The construction of computer laboratory in the secondary school building has been completed by PPT.
(d) Children Park and repair of its Boundary wall.
The boundary wall of the Children’s Park will be repaired by PPT for which the tender has been called by PPT. The play equipments have been purchased by the school and installed in the existing Children’s Park.
(e) Parking Space.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed VMC that the estimate was made for parking space which could not be approved by the Finance Deptt of PPT due to higher cost. The Chairman suggested the Secretary PPT and the Principal to find out the possibility of making an extra entrance to the school campus through which the buses can come to the school campus and park in unused area which will be inexpensive. Accordingly  PPT will take up the work.
(f) Construction of Ramp and toilets for disabled students.
Already the ramp is constructed at the main entrance of the Secondary building by PPT. The CE informed to VMC that two locations are decided - one in Primary section and other in Secondary section building for construction of toilets for disabled students.
(g) Addl. Section in Class I during the session 2010-11.
The addl. Section in Class I during the session 2010-11 has been sanctioned by Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan and the students are also enrolled during this session 2010-11.
(h) 2nd  round Medical check-up of the students in Jan 2009-10.
The 2nd round Medical check up of the students during the session 2009-10 has been completed by PPT hospital during Jan/Feb 2010.
(i) Development of Football ground .
The CE informed VMC that if the height of the existing Football ground is raised, then the rain water will enter into the Primary building as the plinth level is low. The Chairman, VMC suggested that the CE, Dr.R.N.Das & the Principal will visit the spot and give the suggestion how to develop the Football ground on which the PPT will take up the work.
(j) Utilization of Expertise of Parents, VMC members etc. in the interest of the students.
The Principal informed that the letters were issued to the parents and to the CMO, PPT but there was no response in this regard. The Chairman suggested the Principal to keep in touch with Secretary PPT and seek his help in finding out nearly 10 officers of PPT who are willing to take some teaching periods in the school in the interest of the students.


(k) Construction of two Class rooms.
The CE informed the VMC that the tender is already called by PPT for the construction of two class rooms in the Primary section.
Accordingly the minutes of the last VMC meeting was reviewed and approved.
Thereafter the agenda items for meeting on 06.08.2010 were discussed and the decisions were taken.
2.	Result analysis for the session 2009-10.

	The Principal informed the VMC that the result of Class X, XII Sc. and XII Com in the CBSE Exam. 2010 was 100%, 97.2% & 100% respectively. Thereafter, grade wise analysis was informed to the VMC. The Chairman expressed his satisfaction over the result of the school.
3.	Medical check-up of the students for the session 2010-11.
	The Principal informed the VMC that 1st Medical check up of the students has started by PPT hospital since 04.08.2010.
4.     Additional Section  for Class I & II during the session 2011-12.
	
Already addl. Section in Class I during the session 2010-11 has been sanctioned by KVS on the basis of the recommendation of VMC. The Chairman VMC has approved the proposal of 3rd section in Class I and Class II during the session 2011-12 vide letter No.F15331/1/2010/1174 dated 12.07.2010 which was ratified by the VMC. Accordingly the proposal may be sent to KVS for sanction of 3rd section in Class I & II during the session 2011-12.
5. Children Park and construction of its boundary wall.
		As discussed in point 1 (d).
6. Construction of Toilet for Physically Handicapped students.
		As discussed in point 1 (f).
7. Parking space in front of secondary school gate.
As discussed in point 1 (e).
8. Development of Football ground.
As discussed in point 1 (i).
9. Repair of pathway from Primary building to Secondary building.
The path way constructed between Primary building and secondary building has been damaged. The Principal proposed repairing of pathway by PPT. The Chairman suggested to the CE to repair the path way with a roof on it. Accordingly the proposal was approved by the VMC.
10. Fitting of wooden door and grill in the newly constructed  computer laboratory.
Based on the observation made by the Education Officer of KVS, Regional Office, Bhubaneswar during panel inspection, the Principal proposed for fittings of wooden door and iron grill in the newly constructed computer laboratory by PPT as the existing glass door with alumineum frame is not safe for computer laboratory. The CE assured VMC to fit up the iron grill over the existing glass door of computer laboratory. Accordingly it was approved by the VMC.
11. Making a shade over the stage.
Principal proposed for a shade over the stage for the students standing on the stage facing the sun to sing the Prayer and other programme during Morning Assembly which can prevent scorching  heat. The proposal to construct the shade over the stage was not approved by the VMC.
12. Repairing of doors in the toilet and the entrance.
The Chairman impressed upon the CE, PPT to get the doors repaired in the toilets and the entrance on Top Priority basis.
13. Internal colour wash of the class rooms.
The Principal proposed for internal colour wash of the class rooms by PPT. The Chairman suggested the grey colour painted on the walls to be changed and appealing colour is to be used in its place and the internal colour wash is to be done by the PPT. The Chairman suggested that the colour wash is to be done in such a way that the students will be very happy to study in the school and it will have positive impact on the minds of the students. He further suggested to draw some educative pictures on the walls of the Primary classes. Accordingly the proposal was approved by VMC.

14. Installation of Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 ltrs on the secondary building.

Principal informed VMC about shortage of water in bath rooms in the Secondary building due to small storage capacity of the existing overhead tank. It was proposed to install an addl. Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 ltrs on Secondary building to increase the storage capacity of supply of water. The Chairman impressed upon the CE, PPT for installation of a Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 ltrs on the Secondary building. Accordingly VMC approved the proposal.
15.	Any other point with the permission of the Chairman.
	With the permission of the Chairman, principal proposed the teaching of Oriya language for the students of Class VI to VIII as per the options of 146 parents.
	The VMC approved teaching of Oriya language (Regional language) so as to enablethe students to gain minimum  knowledge in regional language. The VMC approved the proposal. The Secretary, Paradip Port Trust proposed to provide the teachers from PPT schools for this purpose for which Kendriya Vidyalaya will not incur any expenditure. The Chairman agreed to this proposal and accordingly the proposal of teaching Oriya language is approved by the VMC.
	
Further, the Chairman VMC suggested to the Principal to explore the possibility of teaching foreign languages to the students of the school subject to availability of  the  students and experts.
At last,the meeting ended with thanks by Shri P.C.Ratha, principal  and member secretary, to the Chairman and all the members of the VMC for sparing their valuable time to attend the meeting and taking part in deliberations.
