MINUTES OF VMC MEETING
Date: 06.12.2010

The 2nd    VMC Meeting of the session 2010-11 was held in the Vidyalaya on 06.12.2010 (Monday) at 03.30 p.m. Shri Biplav Kumar, IRTS, Chairman, Paradip Port Trust & Chairman, VMC presided over the meeting. The following members of VMC were present in the meeting.

     At the outset, Shri P.C.Ratha, Principal, K.V.Paradip Port welcomed the Chairman and all the members of VMC present in the meeting. Thereafter, with the permission of the Chairman, the agenda items were taken up for discussion. 

1.	Review of the Minutes of the Last VMC Meeting.
With the permission of Chairman, VMC, principal put forth the resolutions taken in the last VMC meeting held on 06.08.2010 for thorough review. 

 (a) Children Park and repair of its Boundary wall.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the committee that the repair of the boundary wall is in progress which will be completed by PPT very soon.
(b) Parking Space.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the committee that the boundary wall upto the required portion will be demolished to the side of the existing basket ball ground and the gate will be fitted for the entry of the buses into the school campus. The culvert is to be made over the existing main drain in front of the school boundary for smooth entry of the buses in to the school campus. The adjoing area to the newly constructed gate will be developed at low cost for the parking of the buses. He also further assured the management committee that the work will  be completed by PPT within 15 days.
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(c) Construction of Ramp and toilets for disabled students.
The Chief Engineer, PPT assured that one more ramp will be constructed in the Primary section and two toilets -- one in Primary building and another in Secondary building will be constructed soon by PPT for disabled students as per the locations already decided.
(d) Development of Football ground .
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the committee that the cost of raising football ground is very high for which Paradip Port Trust can not do it rather it was decided unanimously that the grass cutting of the field and around will be made periodically by PPT so that the students can have the access to the play ground and other parts of the campus. 
(e) Utilization of Expertise of Parents, VMC members etc. in the interest of the students.
The Principal informed the committee that the letters were issued for the 2nd time to all the parents seeking willingness to teach some periods in the school but no response was received. However, Dr.R.N.Das, the member, VMC who was present in the meeting expressed his willingness to take some periods. The Principal had also written a letter to the Secretary, Paradip Port Trust seeking his help in finding out nearly 10 officers of PPT who were willing to take some teaching periods and the Principal was in touch with the Secretary to get the names of the officers of PPT. Except one officer, others were not willing to spare some time for the school.
(f) Construction of two Class rooms.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the VMC that work order has already been issued and the work has just started for the construction of two class rooms at Primary section. 
(g) 1st round Medical check-up of the students for the session 2010-11.
The Principal informed the VMC about the 1st round of Medical check up of the students was completed by PPT hospital for the session 2010-11.
(h) Additional Section  for Class I & II during the session 2011-12.
The proposal for continuance of 3rd section in class I & consequential increase in section of Class II during the session 2011-12 which was ratified by the chairman, VMC, PPT has been sent to KVS for the sanction.
(i)Repair of pathway from Primary building to Secondary building.
The Chairman informed that the cost of roof on the pathway from Primary to Secondary building is very high, hence roofing can not be done but the repairing of the existing pathway will be done by PPT. The Chairman also wanted to know from the Chief Engineer, PPT for time limit by which the repairing will be completed. The Chief Engineer, PPT assured the Chairman that immediately after completion of the boundary wall of the Children Park, the repairing of the path way will be done.
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(j)Fitting of wooden door and grill in the newly constructed  computer laboratory.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the VMC that fitting of iron grill over the existing glass door with alluminium frame of the newly constructed computer lab. will be heavy and not suitable. He assured the Chairman that alluminium grill will be fitted on the existing door of the Computer lab which will be lighter and rust free.
(k) Repairing of doors in the toilet and the entrance.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the VMC that the repairing of the door and toilets had been completed.
(l) Internal colour wash of the class rooms.
The Chairman, VMC impressed upon the Chief Engineer to initiate the process so that the internal colour wash of the school buildings will start from April 2011. The Chief Engineer assured to stick to this time limit. The grey colour, painted on the walls is to be changed and appealing colour is to be used in it’s place during internal colour wash by PPT. It was further decided that the colour wash should be done in such a way that the students will be happy and it will have positive impact on the minds of the students. Some educative pictures in the Primary classes are to be drawn. Accordingly the proposal was approved by VMC.
(m) Installation of Sintex overhead tank of capacity 4000 ltrs on the secondary building.
The Chief Engineer, PPT informed the VMC that a syntax overhead tank of capacity 4000 ltrs on Secondary building will be installed soon to increase the water storage capacity.
(n) Any other point with the permission of the Chairman, VMC.
The Principal informed the VMC that the order was issued to the teacher of PPT U.P.School to teach Oriya language to the students for Classes VI to VIII as per option of 146 parents.
The Principal also informed the Chairman, VMC that KVS has collected the option on number of students willing to learn German language. 
Accordingly the minutes of the last VMC meeting was reviewed and approved.
Thereafter the agenda items for meeting on 06.12.2010 were discussed and the decisions were taken.
2.	Construction of two Class rooms for additional section for Class I & II during the session 2011-12.

3.	2nd round of Medical check-up of the students in Jan 2011.
The Principal proposed for 2nd round Medical check up of the students by PPT hospital to commence from 1st week of Jan’ 2011. The CMO, PPT hospital assured that the 2nd round Medical check-up of the students will start in the 1st week of Jan’ 2011. Accordingly, the proposal was approved by the VMC.

Dr.R.N.Das & Mr.Dibakar Patnaik with the permission of the Chairman wanted to discuss about the non-availability of PGT (Phy.) for teaching physics in +2 classes. They also requested the Chairman to write the letter to the Commissioner, KVS for filling up the vacant posts giving priority to PGT (Physics). The Principal informed the VMC that on his request a PGT (Phy.) from K.V.No.1 Bhubaneswar has been deputed to this school 2 days in a week by the Assistant Commissioner, KVS, Regional office, Bhubaneswar as an alternative in view of the non-availability of Part-time contractual teachers. The VMC is of the opinion that 2 days in a week is not sufficient to teach physics. 
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The Chairman suggested to the Principal to conduct the walk-in-interview again to engage a PGT (Phy.) on part-time contractual basis as per KVS norms. In case no candidate is available, effort may be made for physics coaching to the students of +2 science by some retired teacher /lecturer or any lecturer of Paradip College with negotiable remuneration which will be borne by Paradip Port Trust. Accordingly the proposal was approved by VMC.
At last, the meeting ended with thanks by Shri P.C.Ratha, Principal  and member secretary, to the Chairman and all the members of the VMC for sparing their valuable time to attend the meeting and taking part in deliberations.
